Stella Artois by Anheuser-Busch (Belgium) 16oz ABV 4.2% 7 1  

Since 1366 this Belgium Lager has been enjoyed by many sailors around the world, it’s Columbia’s “lightest” tap beer. 

Cold Time Lager by Revolution Brewing (Chicago, IL) 16oz ABV 4.8% 7 6  

Cold Time is a clean, flavorful Premium Lager brewed for the moment we can reward ourselves with an ice-cold beer. Made with pure water 
from the Great Lakes, Midwest two-row barley, Mexican lager yeast, and a touch of German hops before it's brewed low & slow, then mel-
lowed in our tanks for four weeks.  

Lager for the Lakes by Bell’s Brewery (Comstock, MI) 16 oz ABV 5.3% 7 8  

Following in the tradition of Czech Pilsners this crushable lager offers a combination of firm malt and herbal hop bitterness. This beer 
is as refreshing and crisp as a swim in the Great Lakes. 

Sun Crusher by Revolution Brewing (Chicago, IL) 16oz ABV 5.3% 7 4  

Cool off this Summer with a juicy and refreshing Chicago favorite built for the season. Bask in radiant citrus notes while soaking up its 
floral ambiance. By the time the leaves change, our Summer Ale will be just a sun-dappled memory, so crush a few while you've got 
the chance. 

Amber Ale by Alaskan Brewing Co. (Juneau, AK) 16oz ABV 5.2% 7 5  

Richly malty and long on the palate, with just enough hop backing to make this beautiful amber colored “alt” style beer notably well 
balanced. 

Zombie Dust by by Three Floyd’s Brewing (Munster, IN) 16oz ABV 6.5% 7 3  

This intensely hopped and gushing undead Pale Ale will be one’s only respite after the zombie apocalypse. Created with 
our marvelous friends in the comic industry.  

Anti-Hero by Revolution Brewing (Chicago, IL) 16 oz ABV 6.7% 7 2  

The supremely aromatic American hop assault arrives with massive citrus, pine, and floral notes building to a bright, crisp finish. An 
American hop assault for all the ambivalent warriors who get the girl in the end. “Look, I ain't in this for your revolution, and I'm not 
in it for you, Princess.”  

VooDoo Ranger by New Belgium Brewing (Fort Collins, CO) 16 oz ABV 7.0% 7 9  

Bursting with tropical aromas and juicy fruit flavors from Mosaic and Amarillo hops, this golden IPA is perfectly bitter with a  
refreshing, sublime finish.  

Double Two Hearted by Bell’s Brewery (Comstock, MI) 10.5 oz ABV 11% 9 10  

Everything you love about the classic Two Hearted Ale... now in a double IPA. With two and a half times the amount of Centennial 
hops, Double Two Hearted has intense pine and citrus notes, a resinous hop aroma and rich malt character.  

Imperial End of Days by Pipeworks Brewing Co. (Chicago, IL) 10.5oz ABV 10.5% 10 7  

So maybe their calendar wasn't the best judge of when the world was going to end but damn, those Mayans made a mean hot choc-
olate. With that comes the inspiration imperialized by End of Days. That means more malt, more cacao nibs, more vanilla, more cin-
namon, more ancho & guajilllo peppers and more virgin sacrifices (kidding, totally kidding). The resulting brew has a big rich body, 
notes of dark chocolate, vanilla, cinnamon and a slight spicy kick on the finish. It is delicious right now or you could stash it away in 
your temperature controlled resting place until the next time the world ends  

Nitro Drafts 
Guinness by Guinness LTD. (Ireland) 16 oz ABV 4.2% 7 12  

Malty sweetness and a hoppy bitterness, with notes of coffee and chocolate. A roasted flavor also comes through,  
courtesy of the roasted unmalted barley that goes into its brewing. It has a sweet nose, with hints of malt breaking 
through, and its palate is smooth, creamy, and balanced. 

Fat Pug by Maplewood Brewery (Chicago, IL) 16 oz ABV 5.9% 7 11  

With welcoming notes of dark chocolate and coffee, this Milk Stout combines a variety of roasted grains to produce a complex yet 
mellow flavor.  



Stiegl Radler Grapefruit by Stieglbrauerei zu Salzburg (Salzburg, Austria) 16oz ABV 2% $7.5 

Real fruit juice gives the new Stiegl Radler a distinct, tart aroma and natural cloudiness 

Krombacher Pils by Krombacher, Pilsner (North Rhine-Westphalia) 16oz ABV 4.8% $7 

 With Krombacher Pils you enjoy a distinctive, finely bitter taste and a full-flavored aroma – this is a genuine premium pilsner beer.  

El Sully by 21st Amendment, Pale Lager (San Fran, CA) 12oz  ABV 4.9% $6 

A crisp Mexican-style lager with light notes of spice from Northern Brewer hops.  

Alaskan Amber by Alaskan, Amber Ale (Juneau, AK) 12oz  ABV 5.3% $7

Keith Villa, the brew master, crafted this beer inspired by 
Belgian wits that he got to taste during his study of brewing in Belgium.  

Bodem by Half Acre, IPA (Chicago, IL) 16oz  ABV 6.7% $7 

Bodem represents how we’re feeling about go-to IPA in today’s spectrum of plants and brewing perspective. 
Idaho 7, Mosaic Cryo and Cashmere spread over a silk-rich grist.  

Two Hearted by Bells, IPA (Kalamazoo, MI) 12oz  ABV 7% $7 

This brew is defined by its intense hop aroma and malt balance.  Massive additions of hops in the kettle and again in the fermenter 

lend their characteristic grapefruit and pine resin aromas.  A significant malt body balances this hop presence. 

Ninja vs Unicorn by Pipeworks, Double IPA (Chicago, IL) 16oz ABV 8.0% $9 

Brewed with over five pounds of hops per barrel, this unfiltered double IPA is sure to please the most discerning hop lover.  

Robert The Bruce by Three Floyds, Scotch Ale (Munster, IN) ABV 6.5% $8 

A bold Scottish ale with a complex malty body derived from roasted and crystal malts balanced with just the right combination of 

hops. This ale pours a deep ruby color, has a sweet malty nose with layered caramel and roasted notes and a full body. Robust yet 

smooth, Robert The Bruce is a malt lover’s delight.
